Opening Film: You Are the Apple of My Eye

22 July 2011 (Hong Kong) — The Hong Kong International Film Festival
Society (HKIFFS) announced today a host of activities and sizzling hot action
to help celebrate the Summer International Film Festival 2011 (9 — 23 August),

which was announced at a kick off today.

The film festival, an annual film extravaganza with much anticipated titles from
Asian and World Cinema as well as the latest award-winning films, promises a
summer of fun with SIFF ambassador Miriam YEUNG, a well-known actress,

singer and entertainer, helping to launch the event at Harbour City today.

“As a film buff myself, | understand the enthusiasm people will have over this
festival as there are many film fans who enjoy good, quality movies. | am
delighted to be given the chance to help support such a meaningful event and

will do my best to help promote it,” she said.

The SIFF will kick off the action with the international premiere of the
Taiwanese movie, You Are the Apple of My Eye starring KO Chen-Tung,
Michelle CHEN and Ao-Chuan.

The first feature directed by prolific Taiwanese writer Giddens KO (also known
as “Nine Knives” who is featured at the Hong Kong Book Fair this month), the
film tells of the bittersweet romance between a cocky schoolboy and a model
student Chia-Yi. It's Giddens KO semi-autobiographical debut about youthful
love and its unmistakable ambivalence that is sure to appeal to film fans for its
cheeky humor and youthful love. Giddens KO and actor KO Chen-Tung will

be in Hong Kong for the opening.

Renowned comedian/director Woody ALLEN closes the festival with his latest
work, Midnight in Paris starring Owen WILSON, Rachel MCADAMS and
Marion COTILLARD. Midnight in Paris was the opening film at the 2011
Cannes Film Festival and it's only fitting that the SIFF will close with this

romantic comedy by one of Hollywood’s most loved directors.
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ALLEN put together a stellar cast for his biggest box-office hit in 25 years.
The city of Paris is captured in all its romance and splendor by famed
cameraman Darius KHONDJI, Midnight in Paris tells of an inspiring novelist
who is traveling to Paris with his materialistic fiancée but finds romance when
he wanders in the streets of Paris after midnight. The film also includes a

cameo appearance by the French first lady herself, Carla BRUNI.

Animation truly comes to life with a Cosplay Event incorporated into the
screening of Ninja Kids!!!' and a live action version of the animation of the same

title on 10 August at the Hong Kong Science Museum.

Cosplayers can register between 6pm and 7pm at the Piazza, outside the
Hong Kong Science Museum, and the first 15 registered participants will be
given one ticket each for the first screening of Ninja Kids!!l. The latest work
directed by famed Japanese maverick MIIKE Takashi, the film is based on the
popular newspaper comic “Ninja Rantaro Flunks Again” by AMAKO Sobei and

serialized on Asahi Children’s Newspaper for over 26 years.

Before the screening, cosplay participants will dress up as their favourite ninja
characters and have their photos taken by HKIFFS staff at the foyer of the
theatre. Photos will be posted on the HKIFFS website and Facebook for
public voting and the top 2 participants with the highest number of votes win a
prize!  Winners will be announced on the HKIFFS website and Facebook on

20 August.

“Film goers will have a chance to dress up and become part of the live action
which will be a truly fun event we can all look forward to,” said Miriam. “It's a
chance for film fans to get into the action and relive their favorite part of the

movie.”

Mr. LI Cheuk-to, Artistic Director of The Hong Kong International Film Festival
Society, welcomed the prospect of another summer film festival, calling on all

members of the public to support the event and enjoy all the activities.

“We sincerely hope the SIFF can attract a younger audience and broader their
film interest. That is our goal. And we are proud to provide good, quality films

for the younger generation when they are having summer holiday. We are
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hopeful that this year’s festival will be among our most successful. | would like

Festival highlights include the screening of a number of Japanese comedies,
plus film tributes on acclaimed French director Claude CHABROL, a pioneering
member of the French New Wave group, who first came into prominence in the
1950s, and TAKAMINE Hideko, one of Japan’s most celebrated screen

actresses, whose talents for comedy is highlighted in the two Carmens.
